[image: VCAC official logo]ART SHOP - GENERAL INFORMATION
We are a community art organization and the Vernon Community Arts Centre Art Shop is intended to promote the work of artists that use our facility. To maintain the quality of artworks sold in The Art Shop, entries must be submitted to the VCAC Manager for jurying by independent experts in the medium submitted.
Entry/Consignment Information and Guidelines:
· Only current Arts Council of the North Okanagan members may submit work to The Art Shop. 
· Preference will be given to regular users of the facility and work representing classes held at VCAC.
· All work must be original and made by the submitting artist.
· A 25% commission will be charged on all sold works. 
· Each entry to the Art Shop must be exhibition ready to hang or display (i.e. proper wire attached) and labeled food safe if applicable.
· All pieces must be labelled with the artist identification code (First three letters of last name and numbers starting at 001, ie SMI001, SMI002, SMI003) In cases of multiple similar pieces, each piece must have a separate code, ie artist cards, mugs, etc.
· Work must be dropped off at the front desk and VCAC staff will arrange the pieces in The Art Shop.  Artists are asked not to rearrange The Art Shop display.  
· The number of pieces accepted may be limited due to availability of space. We are unable to accept large works of art in The Art Shop. 
· Artists who make cards may submit up to 25 single cards at a time. They must fit into the card rack, no boxes or containers will be allowed.
· The minimum price of works for sale in The Art Shop is $5.00.
· The Arts Council of the North Okanagan collects the taxes on works sold in the Art Shop.
· VCAC is unable to store packaging materials and extra stock. All packaging must be removed when the work is dropped off.
· Artists are asked to exchange pieces that have not sold with different pieces on a regular basis.  No one item can remain on the shelves for more than 3 months.
· When exchanging or removing work you must update your commission sheet.. Items not listed on your commission sheet will be removed from The Art Shop.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]No pieces can be put on display without being listed on the Artist Commission Sheet and only the original artist can fill out and sign this form (we will not accept work that is submitted by anyone except the original artist, unless the artist is a minor).  If you have a special display request, notify the front desk staff.
· The Arts Council of the North Okanagan does not insure work that is for sale. While we will take all precautions, exhibitors are encouraged to carry their own insurance.  Artists agree to waive any claim with respect to any loss or damage to work submitted and accepted into the show/sale.
· The management reserves the right to remove works deemed inappropriate or unsafe.
· Pictures of your pieces may be placed on the VCAC website and/or social media platforms to promote the Lobby Shop. By entering your work into the Art Shop you agree to have your works photographed for promotion and marketing purposes.
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
